Cabinet Report on 2016 Call to Action: Rev. Dr. Rob Townsend, Director of Connectional 
Ministries, and Rev. Lester Justice, Director of Strengthening the Black Church, and Pastor of 
Wesley Temple United Methodist Church, presented the Call to Action report. Many churches, 
congregants and Conference staff studied books and Scripture related to racial justice. The 
Dragonfly Task Force continued to meet throughout the year. The Task Force analyzed salary 
disparity within the Annual Conference as it relates to clergy. They found that by the second 
appointment, white clergy have higher salaries than African-American clergy. The Task Force 
wanted to address this disparity and deal with the issues related to it. One way the Appointive 
Cabinet was able to manage some of this disparity was through creative appointment making 
which allowed African-American elders to have higher salaries.

Books, videos and other resources were made available on the Conference website so local 
churches could participate in different studies. The Wilmington District Superintendent, Rev. 
Joseph Archie, hosted solidarity Wednesdays to address issues that were occurring in the 
country. Nurturing Wholeness is being revamped into a weekend event to allow all leaders and 
clergy to address their own biases and racism. A racial justice pilgrimage walk throughout our 
Annual Conference is being planned for the summer of 2022. On behalf of the Board of 
Ordained Ministry, $100,000 was given to clergy for debt reduction grants. All clergy are being 
required to take Nurturing Wholeness II. All District Committee on Ordained Ministry and Board 
of Ordained Ministry members are taking the Intercultural Development Inventory (IDI). The 
Board of Ordained Ministry will incorporate interview questions related to racial justice work for 
ordination candidates. Churches and congregants participated in Black Lives Matter marches. 
Mini grants were given to African-American churches who are impacting their communities.

The Peninsula-Delaware Annual Conference has been facing significant economic struggles 
over the past years.

In 2010, the Annual Conference discussed economic options during a financial downturn. It was 
decided in these discussions that if apportionment receipts did not increase over the next few 
years, the Annual Conference may have to redistrict down to three districts.

The 2016 Book of Discipline 415.4) allows for the Annual Conference to set the number of 
districts.
The 2016 Book of Discipline 415.4) gives the power of setting the geographical boundaries of 
each district to the Bishop.

In the past the Annual Conference went from six districts to four districts encompassing the 
same geographic region.

Much of the work of a District Superintendent can be done electronically via video conferencing, 
emails, texts and phone calls.

Eliminating the fourth district would realize a savings of over $300,000 annually to the Annual 
Conference.

Be it resolved the Peninsula-Delaware Annual Conference will reduce from four to three districts 
beginning July 1, 2021.

The pension payment to which this rental/housing allowance applies shall be the 
pension payment resulting from all sen/ice of such retired and disabled ordained or 
licensed minister from all employment by the local church, Annual Conference or 
institution of The United Methodist Church or of any former denomination that is 
now a part of The United Methodist Church, or from any other employer who 
employed the minister to perform services related to the ministry and who elected 
to make contributions to the pension funds of The United Methodist Church for 
such retired minister’s pension.

NOTE: The rental/housing allowance which may be excluded from a minister’s gross income is 
limited to the lesser of (1) the amount of the rental/housing allowance designated by the 
minister’s employer or other appropriated body, (2) the amount actually expended by the 
minister to provide his or her housing, or (3) the legally-determined fair rental value of the 
parsonage or other housing provided. As specified in Rev. Rul. 71-290 C.B. 92, “the only 
amount that will qualify for exclusion under section 107 (2) of the Code as a “rental allowance” is 
an amount equal to the fair rental value of the home, including furnishings and appurtenances 
such as a garage, plus the cost of utilities."

Carol 
Stevens provided deaf interpretation.

• On December 8, a service of Lessons and Carols was presented by a the Kent 
Chamber Choir, Delaware Youth Chorale, Middletown High School Chamber Choir and 
First State Brass under the direction of Dr. James Wilson of Wesley College.

• The Chapel and Museum are open every Wednesday from 10:00-2:00 and Saturday 
from 1:30-4:30 for visitors and researchers, as well as other times by appointments. 
The Chapel is also used for weddings, funerals, baptisms and special services by 
churches and other outside groups.

Every annual conference has a Commission on Archives and History, .. . Hprjtaae

Landmark. In its 239th year, Barratt’s Chapel is the oldest surviving P1^ ^JL;.
America built by and for Methodists. On November 14, 1784 Thomas Cok 
Asbury met at Barratt's Chapel and laid plans to organize American Methodists into a cnurcn 
independent of the Anglican Church. At this meeting the sacraments of baptism ana 
communion were officially celebrated for the first time anywhere by ordained Methodist cie gy, 
a symbolic declaration of independence. Therefore, Barratt’s Chapel is appropriately cal ed 
the “Independence Hal! of American Methodism." In addition to the histone Chapel, tne 
Commission on Archives and History also maintains the adjacent Museum building, which 
contains the archives of the Peninsula-Delaware Conference, a library on Methodist history, 
and displays on Delmarva Methodism. The Barratt's Chapel site also includes a reconstructed 
18m century Vestry, which is used for a variety of small events.

The Commission on Archives and History of the Peninsula-Delaware Conference, under the 
leadership of President C. Russell McCabe and Vice President Shirley Jackson, meets semi­
monthly at Barratt's Chapel or at other locations in the conference.

Conference Archives
It is our responsibility by the Discipline (paragraph 641.1) to be the repository for the archives 
of the Peninsula-Delaware Conference and all its antecedents including the Delaware 
Conference, which at its final meeting designated Barratt's Chapel as its official depository, It 
is also our responsibility to provide permanent safe-keeping of historical records of all closed 
churches within the bounds of the Conference. The Archives are cataloged and housed in a 
fire-proof, climate-controlled section of the museum building. We maintain files for every 
charge in the Conference and welcome new materials to be added. The staff assists 
researchers in using materials and also offers assistance by email and telephone requests. 
There is a library of approximately 3500 volumes on Methodist history.

Under the direction of the Curator/Conference Archivist, Barb Duffin, the archives and library 
catalogs have been transferred to PastPerfect, the standard software for museums and 
archives. Using an optional feature of PastPerfect, both catalogs are now available on the 
internet through a link on the Museum’s web site.

Volunteers are working on making digital copies of the conference journals in the collection of 
Barratt's Chapel Museum. This is a work in progress. As journals are completed they are 
added to the Barratt's Chapel web site.

Facilities Usage
Although Barratt's Chapel has not had an active membership since 1957 it usually remains a 
busy venue for worship and learning. However, from May through November of 2019 there 
was very limited usage of the Chapel as the exterior walls were being repointed which made it 
difficult to schedule any events in the Chapel. The masons made it possible for us to have 
seven Thursday evening services in June and July.

At the beginning of May a water tank in the Museum building burst, flooding most of the 
building with 2 of clean water. The water did not extend into the archival part of the bui d no 
but extensive restoration work had to be done in the rest of the building. In order for the work 
to be completed those parts of the building had to be totally emptied The librarv and furnishings were moved into the display room of the museum ma'kln^tlnacSle fortours 
or research. The office, including all electronic equipment and furnishings were moved to ih! 
vestry making that building inaccessible. During the restoration it was discovIredTere was

Part of the mission of the Commission on Archives and History is to assist local church 
historians to discover, preserve and tell their own church histories. 
Curator/Conference Archivist, and Phil Lawton, Conference Historian, have been available to 
meet with researchers, church historians and others seeking information on their local church 
history. They are available to speak at worship services and other church events.

The Commission also recommended to annual conference that St. Paul’s United Methodist 
Church, Berlin, Maryland be recognized as a Conference Historic Site in honor of The Rev. Dr. 
Charles Albert Tindley.

Maintaining the Chapel, Museum and Vestry
With a 239-year-old Chapel and two other building there are always maintenance issues. The 
Conference Council on Finance and Administration has advanced us funds to do much needed 
preservation work on the Chapel, The repointing of the walls began in 2019; had to be 
suspended during the winter but will be completed in the Spring, 2020. Additionally, 
encapsulating the crawlspace under the Chapel and replacing the Chapel roof with cedar 
shake shingles will be completed in 2020. In addition the vestry roof will be replaced with the 
same shingles as the Chapel.

A major capital campaign for the Chapel is being planned to begin in 2020.

Goals of the Commission on Archives and History
• Following requirements of the Discipline, maintain a conference archives which provides 

a permanent, safe depository for historically valuable records of the Peninsula-Delaware 
Conference and its antecedents and of closed churches within its bounds, and make 
those materials accessible to researchers.

• Operate Barratt’s Chapel as a Heritage Landmark of The United Methodist Church, 
including maintenance and improvement of the physical facilities, making the Chapel 
and Museum available to visitors and for special services and activities, and promoting 
knowledge of the historical importance of Barratt’s Chapel.

• Provide historical programs for confirmation classes and other groups.
• Provide training and support for Local Church Historians.
• Support the Peninsula-Delaware Conference Historical Society.
• Recruit and train volunteers to assist with the historical and archival work at Barratt’s 

Chapel and Museum.

There is a great need for Christ-based outreach in the Deaf community, which includes case 
management, pastoral care, and advocacy to the Deaf Community. We continue to have an 
on-going relationship with Christiana Care and are developing more workshops for the 
community on health issues. In addition to the free Deaf Tax Day, which has been held in 
partnership with AARP for 10 years, we expanded to a second site in the Rehoboth Beach 
area. Altogether 32 Deaf people were served by this event.
Advocacy for Deaf Adults with additional needs continues to be a major focus this year. At 
Annual Conference we were able to present to the laity session a little about the needs of this 
group of Deaf people and almost 400 of the conference members signed a petition for 
Delaware to provided group homes for Deaf people with additional needs so that they can 
have access to communication and a better quality of life. Additionally we continue to provide 
a week long residential camp experience which has grown to 50 campers plus their staff. 
When we started this camp 10 years ago we had 11 campers. Because of the growth of the 
camp we have decided to split the camp and have a separate camp for the campers living in 
the Eastern PA conference in 2020. We continue to spear head the effort with our group in 
advocating for the 19 Deaf people who are living in group homes. They do not live together. 
They live in isolation with all hearing clients and hearing staff who have learned no sign 
language. Because of our advocacy, Delaware Division of Development Disabilities Services 
has hired a Deaf case manager to identify and evaluate the clients currently inappropriately 
placed. Hopefully, new and better services will be developed as we continue to advocate for 
this very vulnerable group. Skyline UMC is partnering with Deaf Ministry to provide birthday 
parties and support for the Delaware Deaf people living in group homes and also for providing 
some respite services with us for some of those who are living at home with families. The 
Deaf socialization program for them continues with Deaf and hearing volunteers so that they 
can have Christian fun and communication and community. Their isolation is decreasing and 
the quality of their lives is greatly improving. We now get hugs and smiles and relationship with 
people who in the past had been wary and distant.

On the Jurisdictional level Karen Miller continues as President for Deaf ministries and on the 
General Church level she is an officer of the United Methodist Congress of the Deaf. Carol 
Stevens is vice-chair of the UM Committee of Deaf and Hard of Hearing Ministries.

Carol has been actively involved with a remarkable young woman we met while on a mission 
trip to Kenya in 2018. She came to the US and studied for 2 years and has now returned to 
Kenya with the dream and the zeal to establish better Deaf education, early intervention for 
infants and toddlers, and parent empowerment groups. While she was in the US Carol 
provided support and guidance and exposed her to leaders in Deaf Education and parents and 
invention program.

Internationally we have supported our Deaf ministry partners in Zimbabwe as thev have hepn 
developing Deaf Own Translation of the Bible with Wycliffe and also by proving emergency

ACCESSIBILITY AUDIT/ BADGE RECOGNITION - The committee reviewed accessibility 
audits from all the local church Fall 2019 charge conferences. As a result, recognition for 
churches that go the extra mile to include ALL people of ALL ability levels will be given at 
Annual Conference 2020. Across the conference, 28 churches received Gold badges, 48 
received Silver badges, and 50 received Bronze badges. Congratulations to all!

2020 Report for 2019I

!r Be still and know that I am God. 
Psalm 46:10

2019 was a year of wonderful accomplishments and lots of challenges for the Congo 
Partnership and our various projects in the Central Congo Episcopal Area. The Congolese 
leadership stepped up to provide the necessary leadership for our various projects while our 
U.S. Partners worked with them long distance to provide support, encouragement, and 
accountability. Regular reporting on projects became the priority to assure the progress of
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ready to immediately launch the program. The equipment and medical staff at Mpasa will also 
be available to travel to the remote villages of the Sankuru Province to provide eye care for 
people. We believe this program can become self-sustaining in 2-3 years thus enabling the 
Congolese to provide eye care and eliminating the need to do larger remote cataract 
surgery/eye care missions. Self-sustainability is the goal of all our Partnership Projects.

Cape Lodja Farm in Diengenga: This program continues to grow and expand its products. 
Our new farm coordinator, Jean Pierre, has already made a difference in the farm as it has 
expanded its growing area to include larger parcels using animal traction. Improved vegetable 
gardens produce fresh goods to take to the market to sell, increasing farm revenue.

Goats, pigs, and ducks are part of the livestock in addition to the cattle. A new pigsty is 
currently being constructed. Because of the economic demographics in the Lodja area, poultry 
could become a huge business. Peanuts, pineapples (now over 4500 plants), bananas, soy, 
corn, four varieties of beans, rice, potatoes, eggplant, manioc, and eggs are produced by the 
farm. Animal traction is still the centerpiece of the farm, enhancing production through planting 
larger parcels of crops.

Two grinders, contributed by a local church in the Peninsula-Delaware Conference, continue to 
provide revenue for the farm and employment for local villagers. These two grinders are used 
for corn, rice, soy, and manioc and the chaff is used to feed the animals. Having the grinders 
on the farm has saved money and time that can be used in more productive ways.

The freshwater well continues to be a great asset to the farm and larger community. The 
retrofitting of the well from generator power to solar power was completed in 2019. The depth 
of this well prohibited us from using a manual pump, making solar power and a new solar- 
powered pump essential. This will decrease the financial cost of running the well since fuel 
now costs $12/gallon.

Children’s Ministry: Our Children’s Ministry program in Wembo Nyama continues to flourish. 
More teachers are being trained to take the Gospel to the children of villages in outlying 
villages that surround Wembo. Our director, Victor is young and filled with ideas to grow and 
improve the program. The Ministry for The Evangelization of Children operates in two districts 
in the Annual Conference of the Central Congo including the Wembo Nyama Ecclesiastical 
District and the Tshumbe District, which includes a total of 94 teachers as well as 80 classes, 
75 of which are in the Wembo Nyama ecclesiastical district and 5 in the Tshumbe 
ecclesiastical district.

With the purchase of a portable screen and projector, the program is now able to show films of 
Jesus and the gospel message.

Economy in Congo: The Partnership is so grateful for your generous support. The people in 
Congo continue to suffer from major inflation creating an even more oppressive economic 
condition for them. We continue to pray that a more stable government will help with inflation.

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Mpasa Medical Center Under the direction of Dr. Adolphe Yamba Yamba, Mpasa Medical 
Center continues to serve thousands of refugees and the poor in the greater Mpasa Area. 
Through your support, the staff receives salary support, medical supplies, and medicines o 
save the lives of persons and help others recover from major diseases and illnesses. In 2019, 
Mpasa was recognized for its quality medical care and designated as a site for several 
government programs such as Family planning, vaccinations, new programs for people with 
handicapping conditions, and a blood bank. New equipment, like the incubator and ultrasound, 
is saving lives.

1
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Considerable improvements were made to the maternity area, the oldest part of the Mpasa 
Medical Center. The new Pediatric Ward and operating rooms have impacted our ability to 
care for the children in the Mpasa area. With “indoor" toilets and plumbing, running water, and 
solar energy, the quality of care and hygiene has improved exponentially.

Mpasa Nutrition Center: Your support helps us feed about 300 children daily at Mpasa and 
this is often their only meal. This meal is protein-rich and includes vitamins needed for children. 
A regular assessment is given, and additional care provided for children who may struggle with 
other diseases or challenges, such as parasites.
It also helps support our program for severely malnourished children averaging about 
60/month. These are children who are not part of the regular feeding program at Mpasa that 
mothers often bring their children when they are very ill and dying. Our staff pray for these 
children and watch God work miracles through the special food we provide. Watching them 
walk away from Mpasa with improved health brings such joy.

Mpasa also has a program for about 60 elderly women and men who, because they can no 
longer work and be productive, are shunned by society and even their families. Many women 
in the program are widowed. Twice monthly the women gather for fellowship and worship 
together and receive a bag of rice, beans, and fish they can take home to prepare for 
themselves and families. This provides self-esteem and encouragement along with nutrition. 
Scriptures admonish us to “care for the widows" and we see the face of Jesus so clearly in the 
faces of these men and women.

Life Skill Program Launched: Our goal is always self-sustainability but Mpasa continues to 
be difficult because of the extreme poverty and little opportunity for people living in the area to 
care for their own families. Last year, Mpasa launched a Life Skills Program to teach various 
skills that can become a business. Soap making and sewing classes have begun as well as 
tie-dying cloth. Sandal making trade will be added when feasible. A class for all students 
teaches people how to budget their finances, start a business with plans to start a “communitv 
bank” with participants helping one another launch a business. When successful these 
families can begin to care for their children now being fed by Mpasa, making room for other 
cmiaren.

VOLUNTEERS IN MISSION

This past year very few churches were active in sending teams out on Volunteer in Mission 
projects. Teams went to Costa Rica [Mariner’s Bethel], Tarboro, NC [Grace Millsboro], Smith 
Island [led by Jeff Finney], and other smaller trips. Now. because of the coronavirus pandemic, 
trips have been put on hold. One of the upcoming goals is to encourage greater participation in 

ways besides trips; this might include Virtual Mission Trips. A ZOOM seminar has been 
designed to assist churches in rethinking how they do mission with best practices in engaging 
their churches in mission.

However, the NEJ VIM held an online Mission Academy in May and June 2020 which replaced 
the Annual Mission Academy and provided training in our traditional curriculum [ERT 
recertification, Foundations of Disaster Ministry, Methodist Volunteers in Ministry and more], as
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Using this framework, we were able to reaffirm our commitment to our current programs. It was 
universally felt that we can sustain our current programs. The decision to stay in the same 
facility was split among participants. SUM rents its building, located at 326 Barclay Street, in 
Salisbury, from Grace UMC for $1.00 per year. SUM is responsible for maintaining the 
building's utilities, improvements, and repairs. This is a substantial savings to SUM.

While our financial stability has improved and provides a necessary cushion for unexpected 
needs or decreases in budgeted funding, we realize we cannot be all-things-to-all-people, nor 
can we address all the needs that exist among our clients, which having a larger facility may 
address. We realize who we are, where we are called to serve, and the call to focus on what 
we do well.

Weaknesses identified are an old facility with limited space, lack of an electronic filing system 
for security purposes and for registering and identifying clients for the Lazarus Program, and 
the ongoing need for committed volunteers, particularly for the Kid's Cafe Program.

Threats identified were increased competition for limited non-profit funds, expected reduction 
in some funding sources, and under-developed plans for the succession of our Executive 
Director.

Foreword
This strategic plan is the result of the Parish Council and staffs input to update the strategic 
plan developed for the time frame 2016-2019. This document is a guide for the planning and 
operations of Salisbury Urban Ministries' (SUM) efforts for a period of four years, beginning 
January 2020.

Established in 1992 under the direction of eight United Methodist Covenant Churches (Asbury, 
Bethesda, Christ, Grace, Korean (disbanded 2019), St. Andrews, Trinity, and Wesley Temple), 
SUM began as a feeding ministry and food pantry to primarily serve disadvantaged African 
American individuals and families in the Church Street area. SUM was a pioneer in the local 
feeding program.

Today, unmet needs have grown throughout our community, and the programs offered by 
SUM have multiplied. Our clients are more multi-cultural. Other non-profit providers are 
offering community services. Automation for marketing and client services are non-profit 
norms. Our overall strategy is to honor the Christian church values upon which SUM was 
founded, stay nimble to address the changing needs in our area, continue to look for ways to 
enhance our electronic data tracking, and continue to strengthen our collaborations and 
partnerships to provide efficient and effective programs, (See page 3 Strategic Initiatives and 
Strategic Goals)

Strategic Planning Process
The Parish Council identified the need to update the long-range plan. The initial planning 
began in April 2019. Representatives from SUM'S five outreach programs (God’s Kitchen, Kid's 
Cafe, Lazarus Food Pantry, Men's Welcome Center, and Prescription Assistance) shared what 
is going well in our program? What needs improvement in our program? Where do we see the 
program in the next four years? The Council reviewed the Program Committees’ findings 
located a volunteer facilitator, worked with the facilitator to scan the internal and external 
environment, and planned how to engage the Parish Council, Advisory Board, staff, and 
volunteers. The goal of the Strategic Planning Session was to identify, clarify, and’build 
consensus on goals and priorities with measureable outcomes for the next four years Twenty 
participants comprised of Parish Council, Advisory Board, staff members, and volunteers 
identified key issues prior to the Strategic Planning Session.

The issues addressed:
• Volunteer recruitment and retention
• Identifying and increasing grant funding opportunities and application
• Increased community networking (i.e. Chamber of Commerce, Rotary, etc)
• Space planning and redesign of current facility vs. increased new space
• Succession plans for staff and volunteer leadership

Our governing values are compassion, client service, teamwork, and partnerships.

Mission
A productive, prayerful, and thought-provoking conversation led to updating our mission 
statement to read: Salisbury Urban Ministries’ mission is to provide programs that serve and 
minister to the needs of materially impoverished people in our community (Revised 11/2019)

Strategic Initiatives and Strategic Goals
1. Continue current programs with positive trends and results and continue to look for 

ways to operate each program "easier, smoother, faster, better.” These programs 
include:

• God’s Kitchen: Housed at Grace UMC and supported by 51 different community 
organizations to provide 175+ meals every Saturday to our impoverished 
neighbors. 35% of our guests are homeless.

• Kid’s Cafe: Fourteen elementary-school-age children attend this year-round 
program. The children receive a meal each program day, homework assistance, 
educational fieldtrips, and basic-needs items (clothing, school supplies, and 
supplemental food during school breaks). 60% of the children are Haitian Creole 
as of the fall 2019.

• Lazarus Food Pantry: Through grant funding, food donations, and purchasing 
food through the Maryland Food Bank, we assist limited-income families and 
individuals with their nutritional needs. In the past year, the pantry assisted 996 
individuals.

• Prescription Assistance Program: Provides prescription assistance to 
economically deprived citizens in Wicomico, Somerset, and Worcester counties. 
The majority of clients served have inadequate prescription coverage and/or 
major medical issues. Included are those who are homeless, underemployed, or 
unemployed. Thirty-two clients required assistance with 627 prescription 
medications in 2018.

• Men's Welcome Center: Through this partnership between Salisbury Urban 
Ministries and Joshua House Ministry, homeless men are offered the opportunity 
to take showers, do laundry, get a hair-cut, and enjoy fellowship with volunteers. 
In 2018,154 homeless men required the Center’s services.

BOARD OF LAY MINISTRIES

The purpose of the conference board of laity is as follows:

To foster an awareness of the role of the laity both ...
To develop and promote programs to cultivate an adequate understanding of the 
theological and biblical basis for lay life and work among the members of the churches 
of the annual conference.
To develop and promote stewardship of time, talent, and possessions ...
To provide for the training of lay members of annual conference.
To provide support and direction for the ministry of the laity ...
Promote the observance of Laity Sunday.
To provide organization, direction, and support for the development of local church 
leaders.

The ministry of the laity flows from a commitment to Christ's outreaching love. Lay members of 
the United Methodist Church are, by history and calling, active advocates of the gospel of 
Jesus Christ. Every layperson is called to carry out the Great Commission (Matthew 28:18-20); 
every layperson is called to be missional. The witness of the laity, their Christ-like examples of 
everyday living as well as the sharing of their own faith experiences of the gospel, is the 
primary evangelistic ministry through which all people will come to know Christ and The United 
Methodist Church will fulfill its mission. {2016 Book of Discipline paragraph 127)

The four districts of our annual conference held leadership training classes to give direction 
and support for the development of the new local church leaders as well as a refresher for 
those already in leadership roles.

Our district directors of lay servants and their committees have worked faithfully to offer 
outstanding classes on each district. These classes offer an understanding of the theological 
and biblical basis for lay life and work among our annua! conference. It has helped them use 
this knowledge in the homes, workplace and communities, and world in achieving the mission 
of the church. Two or more academies are held on each district with many completing the 
basic and advanced courses. We are pleased that so many return each time when an 
academy is offered. We are also thankful for the many instructors that have helped in 
providing these various classes on each district. We thank all of those who assisted during this 
pandemic season.

Certified Lay Ministers are under the umbrella of the Board of Lay Ministries under the 
direction of Brenda Tildon. A certified lay minister is a certified lay servant, certified lay 
missioner, who is called and equipped to conduct public worship, care for the congregation, 
assist in program leadership, develop new and existing faith communities, preach the Word, 
lead small groups, or establish community ministries as a part of a ministry team with the 
supervision and support of a clergy person. A certified lay minister is assigned by a district 
superintendent in accordance with 2016 Book of Discipline. We have Certified Lay Ministers in 
order to enhance the quality of ministry much like a class leader did in early Methodism 
through service in the local church, circuit, or cooperative parish. Expand team ministry in 
other churches or charges. Use spiritual gifts as evidence of God’s grace, as with lay ministry 
in early Methodism. Consider becoming a Certified Lay Minister and experience what it is like 
to be faithfully alive to the possibilities of leading the mission and ministry of a church today as 
part of a ministry team. Talk with your pastor or district superintendent to explore this process.

AFRICA UNIVERSITY REPORT

2019 marked the 23rd graduating class of Africa University. With that summer’s graduating 
class, over 9400 students will have received degrees from Africa University, mostly due to 
scholarships provided by people like you. While I don’t have a count of exactly how many 
students attended AU under scholarships funded by our Annual Conference, there are 2-3 
students receiving financial aid every year from the $395,000+ in endowed funds we have 
provided. Our funds are dedicated to students, who upon graduation, potentially will return 
home and help work for and support our Partnership in the Democratic Republic of Congo.

Along with scholarships, you support Africa University with your apportionments. In 2019, 
Peninsula-Delaware continued their unbroken streak of paying 100% of our AU 
apportionments thanks to a special gift from one of our churches!

Several years ago, the Africa University Development Committee, of which I am a member, 
realized that to have a world-class university, you need a world-class endowment fund to 
support it.

Our 2020 Spring Event was cancelled due to the pandemic. It was a tough call to make but it 
was the right call in order to protect the health and well-being of the ladies and their families.

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congregation. We plan to continue to provide these resources to revitalize and to begin new 
ministries so that every church will thrive in making disciples for the transformation of the 
world. We also strive to learn from each new ministry so that we can become “Connected 
Christians offering the hope of Jesus Christ to today’s world.”

Our CDC continues to work on identifying areas of potential growth as possibilities for new 
worshiping communities. In continuing to implement learnings from prior conversations with 
Rev. Paul Nixon, our prior representative from Path 1, the new church start organization for 
The United Methodist Church, we discovered three models of church growth which are bearing 
fruit. First, we continue to see potential in beginning new worship services geared toward a 
different population, either as a church within a church model or a multi-site model. Second, 
we continue to see some fruit in a house church model. (For example, see La Caminante, a 
Hispanic worship experience at Wesley UMC in Dover.) And, third, we continue to witness 
some success in vital mergers.

During 2019-2020, CDC continued to support Arise Church at Peninsula McCabe UMC, 
Wilmington. We continue to support The Sower Ministry at Centreville UMC as they build a 
new worship service, targeting a younger population. We continued to support Connection 
UMC with funding for a youth position. We supported Asbury UMC New Castle in the creation 
of a new worship service targeting young adults and new faith communities. We supported 
New Wine Ministry at Mt Joy UMC as they began the implementation of their vision for the 
South Bridge Community in Wilmington. We supported Discover Depth at Tome Memorial in 
Port Deposit. We celebrate the fruit of these new ministries.

We continue to offer Readiness 360. CDC purchased the rights to Readiness 360, a tool 
which evaluates your current congregation for its ability and readiness to make disciples and 
multiply ministry. It measures Spiritual Intensity, Missional Alignment, Dynamic Relationships, 
and Cultural Openness. These measures help a congregation see where it is, where it needs 
to grow, and how to get started. (See readiness360.org for more information.) Again, if your 
church wishes to purchase a Readiness 360 Survey, contact Rev. Dr. Rob Townsend, who will 
get you set up for the survey. He can also provide coaching to your church leadership team on 
the results of the survey and its relationship to Mission Insite information. Mission Insite is still 
an available resource to the local church, however it is no longer free. When a church uses 
these tools side-by-side, they get an understanding of their current beliefs and values and 
behaviors and how they match up with the beliefs and values and behaviors of the surrounding 
community.

We pray that we can grow in our effectiveness in communicating our resources and our 
strategies to the churches in our Annual Conference. We hope to continue to build 
partnerships that can help us build a more realistic strategy to continue to reach people with 
the good news of Jesus Christ.

Our CDC spent much of this year reviewing, revising and evaluating our policies to ensure 
equality and diversity. Our task continues to involve creation of racially equitable policies and 
procedures to provide accountability to our decision-making. We reviewed and revised 
policies related to grants funding to create more transparency and a more equitable application 
process. We added a “shepherd” to help guide the applicant (church ministry leader or pastor) 
through the process once CDC receives the application. We moved our decision-making on 
grants to twice a year, in April and September, to allow us to view all of the applications at one 
time. We hope this step will allow us to grant funds to a diversity of churches and settinqs and 
not just favor the ones who applied first. ’

Ultimately, we were successful in not only increasing the number of applications submitted but 
there seems to a shared desire of churches in our conference to vision and plan for the future 
church. Many churches in our conference have identified potential areas for ministry arowth 
that will help win disciples on regionals levels within and beyond the local church 
supported new ministry opportunities as well as the revitalization of healthy ministries Grant 
request application increased dramatically over the last year with the new oolicies 
implemented. Our only regret is that we did not have enough resources to fund every yen ure 
In most cases we were able to make suggestions and refer churches to other potential funding

1- Bethesda UMC. Georgetown. Sussex Co., DE, has been closed. Buyers are being 
sought.

2. Browns Chapel. Warwick Cecil Co., MD, We received notice the property had been put 
up for Sheriffs sale for unpaid taxes.

3. Christ UMC. Laurel. Sussex, Co., DE
a. The site of the former church was placed in the hands of a realtor and sold for 

$49,619 to the Laurel Redevelopment Corporation who plan to partner with 
Habitat for Humanity and build four houses on the site.

b. The ‘Miracle House’ on 3rt St. adjoining the Christ UMC property was sold for 
$27,317 to the next-door neighbors.

4. Little Union UMC. Cheswold. Kent Co., DE. The building was destroyed by fire 
December 30-31, 2018. Ownership was unclear at the time of the fire. Records 
indicate that Little Union Methodist Church and Manship Methodist Church of the former 
Delaware Conference merged in 1948 and took the name “Immanuel Union.” Members 
of Immanuel Union have maintained the church property as well as the church's 
cemetery across Denny’s Road. The congregation has both African American, and 
Lenape Native American ties. The state of DE removed the remains of the burned 
down church.

5. Metropolitan UMC. Harrington. Kent Co., DE closed at the end of the conference year. 
Some records and documents have been retrieved for preservation. The building is in 
poor condition. There may also be an active cemetery in the country.

6. Tome UMC properties. Port Deposit. Cecil, Co., MD
a. The property consists of a large stone church building, stone Fellowship Hall, 

frame parsonage, and two small empty lots.
b. When the property transferred to the Conference Trustees there were three 

lawsuits pertaining to storm water runoff against Tome Church and the Maryland 
Department of Transportation. The lawsuit was settled before July 10th

c. The Conference Board of Trustees granted an easement, 16’ wide and 63’ in 
length for drainage from Main St. to the Susquehanna River to the Maryland 
Department of Transportation for $2,350.

d. The Conference Trustees received a proposal from a group self-identifying as the 
Tome Memorial Preservation Association, with a ministry plan that would use all 
the properties. It was decided for an ad hoc committee of Trustees meet with 
them in late July

e. The ad hoc committee (Candy Miles, Charles Emery, Rich Evans, Dick 
Rosengren, Bill Westbrook, Earle Baker and Wilmington District Superintendent, 
Joe Archie met representatives of the Tome Memorial Preservation Association 
at Janes United Methodist Church in Rising Sun, MD to get to know them and 
hear their vision for the property.

f. The full Board of Trustees met with parties interested in the Tome Memorial 
properties at Asbury UMC in Port Deposit to address property matters and to 
draft a lease agreement with them. We stressed both their need to incorporate 
and have proof of insurance. Much progress was made with improved 
understanding between local representatives and the Board of Trustees. Ministry 
has commenced in Nesbitt Hall. They have incorporated as Community 
Connecting Us (CCU). Contractors have been on the property to identify and 
estimate the cost of repairs. They have obtained property insurance with 
Brotherhood Mutual through the Paw Paw Museum.

g. The Trustees agreed to lease the property to Community Connecting Us for $1 a 
month for 90 days with a 90 day renewal; provided that the Peninsula-Delaware 
Conference is named as the insured on the certificate of insurance, and that for 
the time being, ministry activities will be limited to Nesbitt Hall.

7. Trinity UMC. Bridoeville, Sussex, Co., DE. Church building and land were sold in July 
to become a residence.

8. Trinity UMC. Laurel. Sussex Co., DE. Church building and land were sold for $23,275 
to former members who will return their Sunday services there and meet as an 
independent church.

g. Zoar UMC. Odessa. New Castle, Co., DE. The roof of the church was repaired, and the 
building is sellable. It was built by one of the oldest African American congregation in 
Delaware and is historically significant. It is hoped it can come under the auspices of 
the Odessa Historical Society for maintenance and interpretation.

The Conference Board of Trustees is charged by The Discipline of The United Methodist 
Church to hold in trust financial assets and invest them according to the Social Principles; hold 
in trust real and personal property of Conference churches and agencies; buy, sell, transfer, 
and convey property; and provide adequate insurance for all Conference properties. In 2019 
the Peninsula-Delaware Conference Board of Trustees had a busy year actively pursuing all 
those things.

The Conference Trustees are responsible for maintaining 16 Investment Funds valued at 
$1,404,716.16. All funds are restricted to specific ministries and/or churches except the 
General Fund. In July a request was received to distribute the assets of the Mt. Zion— 
Puncheon Landing Cemetery fund to the Trinity Cemetery Corporation who are maintaining the 
cemetery. The Conference Trustees approved the transfer of c. $23,000 to the Trinity 
Cemetery Corporation for their Perpetual Care Trust.

Joint Resolution with CONAM:
The Conference Board of Trustees joined with the Committee on Native American Ministries 
(CoNAM) to present a resolution to Annual Conference in support of the identification and 
preservation of Native American sites and artifacts on church owned property It will be the 
responsibility of the Board of Trustees to develop plans in consultation with CoNAM and Native 
Tribal Leaders for the disposition of any property with Native American footprints should it be 
discontinued or abandoned in the future. Likewise, the District Board of Church Location and 
Building is to provide oversite to local churches when a property is identified as a Native 
American site or suspected of being one. The resolution was approved. The full resolution k

Pen-Del Conference Plan of Separation Draft Document:
The Trustees reviewed the draft of a Disaffiliation Agreement, to be voted upon at the 2020 
Annual Conference, Important points:

• Disaffiliation requires a 2/3 vote of professing members present at a Church Conference 
for reasons of conscience regarding the practice of homosexuality or the ordination or 
marriage of self-avowed practicing homosexuals. This must then be ratified by a simple 
majority of the members present and voting at a duly called session of Annual 
Conference.

• All the conditions stated above under ‘Disaffiliation.’
• Cease use of the name “United Methodist” the Cross & Flame insignia and any other 

intellectual property of the denomination.
• Notification of GCFA so they may remove the local church from the group tax exempt 

ruling.
• Deliver to the Annual Conference all local church archives, membership roles, historical 

documents related to funerals, baptisms, weddings, minutes, etc.
• Release from claims—forever covenant both the local church and conference to never 

sue each other, and to release each other and their officers and employees from any 
liability,

• The Disaffiliation must take place by December 31, 2023.

3. Bishop Felton E. May Conference Resource Center. A variety of repairs and 
improvements have been made to our 30-year-old building including: raising the 
sidewalks to remove tripping hazards and changing the fixtures in several lavatories.

Disaffiliation:

The Wesley Foundation at Delaware State University, also known as The Methodist Student 
Association (MSA), has been cultivating the lives of students through Christian Discipleship. 
This academic year has been filled with transition and spiritual renewal.

During the 2019-2020 academic year, the university witnessed the retirement of our beloved

Sims Wilson and Mrs. Troy Darden. These two ladies not only work for Delaware State 
University, but they are members of Whatcoat United Methodist Church in Dover.

One of my first agenda items, as campus minister, was recruitment. Since we lost a few 
members due to the circumstances mentioned above, MSA participated in the DSU Annual 
Organization Fair. A display table was set-up and managed by MSA students to recruit new 
members and to inform prospective students about our organization. Student leaders, campus 
advisors, and I attended workshops required by the Office of Student Leadership and Activities 
(OSLA), as well as the director of spiritual life, the Reverend Pamela Adams. Rev. Adams 
serves as the campus chaplain. These workshops reiterated the guidelines, policies, and 
procedures established by the university.

This year’s homecoming was held in September instead of October. As a result, we were 
unable to attend LIT (Leading in Transformation Conference), which is sponsored by the 
General Board of Higher Education, Strengthening the Black Church for the 21“ Century, and

The 2019 Special General Conference passed legislation that allows congregations to 
disaffiliate from The United Methodist Church with their property and assets. The responsibility 
for enabling this in each annual conference was given to the Conference Board of Trustees by 
the General Conference. The General Conference establishing guidelines which cannot be 
changed on the conference level. They are:

• The local church shall pay any unpaid apportionments for the 12 months prior to 
disaffiliation as well as an additional 12 months of apportionments,

• A disaffiliating local church may retain its real and personal property.
• The disaffiliating church must contribute an 

unfunded pension obligations to the Conference.
• A disaffiliating church’s liability for Health Benefits would be 

apportionments.
• The local church shall satisfy all other debts, loans, and liabilities-

transfer them to its new entity before disaffiliation. ' ‘ ‘

• The Conference Board of Trustees must

Prior to the fall semester, I was able to recruit members for the Board of Directors, some are 
from the previous Board, but mostly are made up of new people.

MSA was registered to attend the 
Youth and Young Adult Summit in Ocean City this year; however, due to COVID-19, those 
plans were put on hold. COVID-19 also disrupted our spring semester bible study meeting 
times. Towards the end of the semester, students participated in wellness checks virtually via 
zoom so that the foundation could stay in contact with the students.

This coming school year, it is our hope to order more promotional materials for the Wesley 
Foundation. Many of our ink pens have dried out, and we need to replenish our water bottles, 
which we use to pass out to potential members at our campus-sponsored events. We also 
need t-shirts, bibles, and other items as our supplies are either low or depilated We are 
looking to continue our partnership with Whatcoat United Methodist Church in Dover 
especially, as it relates to Sunday worship services, Sunday school, and service activities.

Our goal for 2021 is to expand at least 3 of the 4 mission areas of our CALL1 Connectinq 
Acting, and Leading.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD EMPOWERMENT CENTER

In 2019 Development focused on building The Empowerment Center. We became a Certiport 
Authorized Testing Center, making us one of two Community Centers in the area tnai is a 
to proctor Microsoft Certification Exams at our facility. Becoming a testing cen 
important because it makes it more convenient for our students to take the class an 
the same location. For other organizations that provide training, we can offer that they us 
our facility to proctor their exams if they are not a Certiport Authorized Testing Center.

We held three Microsoft Excel classes in 2019, one Microsoft Word class and one 2nd 
chance credit class, and the computers in room 302 were upgraded and updated with the 
Windows 10 and Microsoft Office 2016.

We had 6 students enroll in the Microsoft Word (2016) training. One of these students is a 
Neighborhood House employee. Of the 6 students who enrolled, 4 returned for the Microsoft 
Excel training (including the NHI employee), and at the time of this report, all students have 
expressed an interest in learning PowerPoint, then taking the exam.

We’ll continue to expand our offering in the Empowerment center in 2020 to continue to offer 
the Microsoft Office Suite Training, Financial Literacy and Entrepreneurship Workshops. We 
also plan on expanding these offerings in the Middletown area as space and equipment 
become available.

housing counseling

There has be significant changes in the way HUD (Housing and Urban Development) funds 
the Housing Counseling Department which has left us with one full time director and 
counselor and one administrator.

Each client in pre-purchase counseling can be seen for a total of 19 hours to reach a positive 
outcome of homeownership. 2019 Housing Counseling helped 16 families purchase their first 
home. A client in mortgage default can be seen for a total of 40 hours to reach a positive 
outcome of saving their home from foreclosure. Housing Counseling helped 83 families save 
their home from foreclosure.

The most recent data demonstrating the challenges we face are documented in the two sets 
of graphs by the Pew Research Center from a study released in October of 2019. This repo is 
commensurate with last year's Peninsula-Delaware Annual Conference statistical data,

• The percentage of Protestants as a subset of all US adults has fallen 8% in the last ten 
years.

• The percentage of those who identify as Christian has dropped significantly with 
succeeding generations. The youngest adult generation, the Millennial, claim 
Christianity as their identity only about 50% of the time and only 35% this generation 
attends church at least once a month.

• The Conference lost another 2,000 professing members in 2019.

The good news in 2019 focused on mission involvement and giving. Both of these metrics 
remain strong. Even though we witnessed a decline in mission participation in 2019, we retained 
a participation rate of above 20% of our professing membership. We believe that this is one of 
the bright spots for our local churches. Engaging congregations around mission promotes more 
holistic discipleship and evangelism, and provides opportunities for individual disciples to 
explore God’s call on their lives.

Their union was blessed with one daughter, 
Paula Lynne Commodore. After their marriage, they relocated to Salisbury, MD and began a life 
of ministry together Janet served as the pastor’s wife and “first lady" to several churches from 
Pocomoke, MD to Wilmington, DE. These included ML ZionfTrinity/St. James UM churches, 
Waugh UMC, Whatcoat UMC. Using her gift of teaching, Janet taught church school and 
vacation bible school wherever they served together.

II. Organization
The 2020 Annual Conference shall convene only to transact business as required by the 
Discipline of the United Methodist Church and act upon matters deemed essential for the 
conducting of conference business until the 2021 Annual Conference Session.

2. The “Bar of the Conference” shall be the duly elected members of the conference, 
registered for the 2020 Annual Conference Session and participating in the Zoom 
webinar.

3. The agenda of the 2020 Annual Conference Session will be published in advance in as 
many formats as possible.

4. Voting will take place after the Plenary Session. Registered members of the annual 
conference will be sent an email with a link to vote electronically. The deadline for 
electronic balloting is November 13, 2020. Votes will be taken in the format of yes, no, 
abstain. There will be no amendments and no debate. Ballot totals will be reported after 
the electronic ballots have been tallied.

5. Members of the 2020 Annual Conference session shall be those persons who would 
have served in the regular session in June of 2020 had it not been postponed.

III. Attendance
1. Attendance of the members of the conference is expected except in cases of emergency. 

Those requesting to be excused must make the request in writing to the Conference 
Secretary.

2. In the case of the anticipated absence of Local Church Lay Members, arrangement 
should be made to have the Local Church Alternate Lay Member registered.

3. In the case of the anticipated absence of a District Lay Equalizing member, the district 
office should be contacted so an alternate may be appointed. District Lay Equalizing 
Members who will be absent may not arrange their own alternates.

IV. Access
1. Members of the conference are responsible for ensuring that all necessary technology is

V. Rules
1. These rules apply only to the 2020 Annual Conference Session.

At the adjournment of the 2020 Annual Conference Session, the Rules of Order last approved at 
the 2019 Annual Conference Session will once again become the Rules of Order until the 2021 
Annual Conference Session.
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Guidelines for the Committee on Clergy and Lay LeadershipGuidelines for the Committee on Clergy and I ay Leadership--------------- Section X B

7. Insofar as possible, the membership on Councils, Boards, Vision Team, and Resource 
Teams of the Annual Conference shall include one-third clergy, one-third laywomen, and 
one-third laymen, in keeping with policies for general church agencies, except for the 
Board of Ordained Ministry.

8, In order to be eligible to serve on the Conference boards, agencies, ministry teams, and 
Resource Teams, lay members shall be members of a local church within the Annual 
Conference,

A.

2. That the Committee on Clergy and Lay Leadership be 10-12 persons.

That the Committee on Clergy and Lay Leadership be composed of the following persons: 
Insofar as possible a balanced number of lay and clergy 

representatives from each District 
Director of Connectional Ministries 
Conference Lay Leader or designate 
Young People’s representatives

Members will be selected to assure inclusiveness. The facilitators will be selected from the 
members of the committee.

3. That the following guidelines be used by the Conference Committee on Clergy and Lay 
Leadership:

a) Nominations will be based upon a person’s passion, gifts, abilities, and leadership
b) Priority will be given to assure inclusiveness
c) The Committee will operate by consensus
d) The Committee’s Covenant and Prayerful discernment will be the framework for 

the work of the Committee
e) See section B for process for securing leadership

Local Churches and District organizations are encouraged to use the same guidelines 
wherever appropriate. District Superintendents nominate persons for the Superintendency 
Committee, District Committee on Ministry, and District Trustees, where applicable. They 
also determine the limit of District committees on which a person may serve.

4. That, since the quadrennial system is an established part of the United Methodist 
economy, all members of boards, Vision Team and Resource Teams shall be elected for a 
quadrennium unless restricted by Discipline, charter, or some other legal requirement. In 
the event of such legal restrictions, the Principle of Rotation is still to be observed.

5. Guidelines for Conference Positions: That no member of any board, Vision Team, or 
Resource Team shall serve more than two consecutive quadrennia on said board, Vision 
Team or Resource Team or be eligible to be re-elected until after one quadrennium has 
elapsed. When a member is elected to fill an unexpired quadrennium or term, completion 
of that quadrennium or term shall count as one full quadrennium or term (Conference Rule 
#23). Persons elected to the Board of Ordained Ministry may serve a maximum of three 
consecutive four-year terms.

6. That no member of the Conference, lay or clergy, shall serve on more than two boards or 
Resource Teams concurrently except for the following: committees elected or appointed for 
the Annual Conference Session, District committees and specified ex-officio persons. 
Insofar as possible, persons should be limited to serving on one board or Resource Team 
Persons serving in Conference leadership positions are encouraged to give prioritv to their 
ocal church. The following shall not be under the Conference rotation system nor counted 
m the above total: Wesley College Trustees, Board of Directors of the Wesley Foundations 
and the Committee on Investigation. In the case of the Board of Ordained Ministry the 
Committee on Clergy and Lay Leadership is to request the courtesy of the bishop to inform

on Finance and Administration shall serve on another team, board or task fortTa? 
receives financial support from the budget of the Annual Conference.

9. "In recognition of the Rights of the Aging" as stated in the Social Principles of The United 
Methodist Church age should not be a barrier to serve on any board, council, or agency of 
the Annual Conference. However, the Conference Committee on Clergy and Lay 
Leadership shall give careful attention to assuring that younger members of the 
Conference are given full opportunity for service.

10. That a conscientious effort shall be made to distribute membership geographically. No 
fixed number shall be assigned, however, to any one District, since this could become 
artificial and impractical. Consideration shall be given to the inclusion of lay and clergy 
persons from small membership churches.

11. That failure to attend the particular board, agency, or Resource Team to which one is 
assigned for more than two called meetings during the year, without written explanation, or 
statement of intended activity to the chairperson of that board, agency, or Resource Team, 
will subject persons to automatic removal in the next Clergy and Lay Leadership report. A 
report of the board, agency, and Resource Team chairperson to the Committee on Clergy 
and Lay Leadership by December 15th will include the attendance record of this board, 
agency, Vision Team, or Resource Team.

12. In order to model partnering in ministry, both lay and clergy shall be nominated for 
leadership positions on boards, agencies and Resource Teams, except where The Book of 
Discipline of the United Methodist Church mandates that the ministry group elect their own 
leadership. Boards, agencies, Vision Team, and Resource Team members will be notified 
in advance of their nomination. Insofar as possible, the Conference Committee on Clergy 
and Lay Leadership will dialogue with persons about their passion, gifts, and experience 
prior to nominating them for leadership positions. The members of each unit will elect 
additional officers. The officers elected at the meeting shall serve for the quadrennium.

The following Criteria for Leadership shall be used in the selection of chairpersons:
a) Demonstrate passion, spiritual gifts or expertise needed for the specific area of 

ministry;
b) Demonstrated leadership ability in the local church;
c) Committed to the Vision and Mission of the Peninsula-Delaware Conference;
d) Willingness to commit time as required by the position;
e) Willingness to commit time for training for the responsibilities of the office;
f) Have an understanding of and a willingness to support the polity of The United 

Methodist Church;
g) Willingness to participate in nurturing their faith through prayer, study, fasting, 

service, and worship;

13. That the date of the quadrennium in which a person is elected to any board, agency, Vision 
Team, or Resource Team member be clearly indicated in the journal.

14. That in every case a nominee of any board, agency, Vision Team, or Resource Team 
member shall be notified and consent to serve before the name is placed before the 
Conference. When vacancies occur in the report, nominations may be made from the 
floor, provided that the nominee is present and agrees to serve.

15. Guideline for District positions: That recognizing again the belief in the principle of rotation 
in order to involve greater leadership, all District committees and officers shall be elected to 
four-year terms with a maximum of eight years and persons shall be ineligible for re-
